Hear Psyche Mae, a 27 y/o social worker from Philippines, 
share her story of personal & community transformation. 

Psyche Mae shared her story as part of Project Compassion 
Lenten appeal in 2008 where, as a young girl, she grew up in 

challenging circumstances in a relocation site for squatter 
families just outside Manila. At that time, her parents had no 

paid work & little hope for the future. They were forced to pick 
through rubbish from a nearby garbage dump in order to 

survive. Now, 10 yrs on, Psyche Mae works with women who 
have experienced domestic violence & she has plans to 
study a Masterôs degree. Her life was transformed through 

the support of Caritas & its partner the Faithful Companions 
of Jesus (FCJ) & her story is one of 6 in this yearôs Project
